State Ethics Filings: Candidates are required to file a Statement of Economic Interests and a
Campaign Disclosure online with the State Ethics Commission at ethics.sc.gov. Failure to file these
documents may result in a candidate fine but will not disqualify a candidate from the election. Contact
the State Ethics Commission for more information.
